The effect of the order shall be to introduce, amen d or remove waiting restrictions 
and/or parking places on parts of the following len gths of roads: 
Stonehouse Street, Stonehouse Street East, Miller Court, George Place, Millbay Road, 
Market Street,  
 
Full details are contained in the Orders, which may be examined (together with the relevant 
plans) on Mondays to Fridays at First Stop, Civic Centre, Plymouth between 9am and 5pm. 
 
Subject to Schedule 9 Part VI of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, any person wishing 
to question the validity of the Order or any of the provisions in it on the grounds that the 
Order is not within the relevant powers or that any of the relevant requirements or 
regulations made hereunder have not been complied with in relation to the Order, may 
within six weeks from the date on which the Order is made, make an application for that 
purpose to the High Court.

The City of Plymouth in exercise of their powers under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 
1984, and of all other enabling powers, and after consultation with the chief officer of police 
in accordance with Paragraph 20 of Schedule 9 to the Act of 1984, hereby make the 
following Order: 
 

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH  
(TRAFFIC REGULATION AND STREET PARKING PLACES)(AMENDMENT NO. 2006.11 

VARIOUS ROADS) ORDER 2006 
 
This shall have the effect of amending “The City of Plymouth (Traffic Regulation and Street 
Parking Places)(Consolidation) Order 2004” as follows: 
 
1) The following items be amended/added/deleted to the specified Articles and 

Schedules: 
 

i. That the following be added to Article 35 (Limit ed Waiting) in the correct 
numerical sequence 

 
PART 77 -  

a) waiting limited to 4 hours between the hours 9am and 4pm 
Mondays to Fridays.  

 
b) Where a vehicle has been left in a designated parking place described 

in Part 1 of the Third Schedule to this Order and that vehicle is 
subsequently moved that vehicle is not permitted to return to that 
parking place until a period of 2 hours  has elapsed otherwise a penalty 
charge shall be payable in accordance with PART J to this Order. 

 
PART 78 -  

a) waiting limited to 4 hours between the hours 9am and 4pm 
Mondays to Fridays.  

 
b) Where a vehicle has been left in a designated parking place described 

in Part 1 of the Third Schedule to this Order and that vehicle is 
subsequently moved that vehicle is not permitted to return to that 
parking place until a period of 2 hours  has elapsed otherwise a penalty 
charge shall be payable in accordance with PART J to this Order. (See 
Articles 54 and 55 for Exemptions) 

 
ii. That Stonehouse Street  be added to the second column of Zone N – Emma 

Place table in Park K (Zone Eligibility For Permit s and Parking) in the 
correct alphabetical order.
