2002. The APR reports progress on the delivery of
Plymouth's Local Transport Plan and will be submitted to
government on 31 July 2002. Any authorities which do
not meet the required performance criteria will see a
reduction in funding of subsequent LTP allocations.
Therefore this document is critical to the future of
Plymouth's Transport Strategy and Infrastructure.

T his is the second Annual Progress Report (APR)

The content and layout of the document must adhere to
guidelines issued by central government each year. The
2001/02 document has attempted to focus more on
actual achievements throughout the year. Last year’s
document dwelt more on future aspirations as it was the
first full year of the Local Transport Plan so some of the
achievements during 2000/01 were the initial planning
and preparation stages.

The Annual Progress Report must give an overview of
achievements during 2001/2002 and discuss the Local
Transport Plan in relation to wider policy issues (the
policy context).

In addition the APR must report on progress towards
local targets & indicators (see Table B.1) and this year
local authorities are being asked to report on Core
Indicators specified by central government so that the
comparison of performance across authorities is easier.
The report must also comment on spending of Local
Transport Plan money, give examples of Best Practice,
comment on any consultation arrangements, address
issues raised by letters received from Government
Offices in December 2001 and discuss any barriers to
implementing the Local Transport Plan and how these
are being addressed.

During 2001/02 Plymouth City Council has delivered
(these are a few examples):

e 22 local Safety Schemes

e New traffic signalisation at Forder Valley
Interchange

e 28 additional bus boarders improving access to
public transport

e A new section of the pedestrian/cycle path at The
Ride in partnership with Sustrans

e Resurfacing of the pedestrian/cycle path at Plym
Valley in partnership with Devon County Council

e A new Home Zone

e A new Microsimulation Transport Model for the
Plymouth Travel to Work Area, which is currently
being validated

e A new ATC cordon along the A38

e A GPS device through a public-private partnership
to assist in congestion monitoring. The data can be
plotted onto a map and can give an immediate
visual representation of congestion hot-spots

The authority has also been successful in its bid for real-
time public transport information provision being
awarded £1.7 million to invest over the next 2 years.
Accident statistics have continued to decline on the
whole and there has been no significant measured
increase in am peak traffic volumes within the city and
along the strategic corridors. Bus passengers are still
continuing to grow although not as much as we had
hoped and there has been a 2% increase in cycling levels
in comparison with the baseline figure.

Plymouth has an established practice of partnership
working, which has continued throughout 2001/02
through PSECETS initiatives to Home Zones. The various
Neighbourhood Renewal projects that are springing up
across the city will present future opportunities for
working with local communities and other stakeholders.
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
