Crime in the Devon and Cornwall area is much lower than the national average. For the year
2006/07 the figure for Devon and Cornwall was 77 per 1,000 population, compared with 86
for the South West region as a whole and a national average of 100 for England and Wales,
whilst the figure for the London Region is 124 (*).

This not only results in a more relaxed and better quality of life for the two counties' residents
but it also has an impact on car and house insurance which is significantly lower than in other
parts of the country.
