Plymouth City Council will support relocating spouse/partners seeking employment through a
variety of well-established networks.

Plymouth and its Travel-to-Work Area (TTWA) has a population of 348,000. In 2001, the total
number of jobs in the TTWA was 137,000, an increase of more than 17% over a 10-year
period. Over 30% of employment in the TTWA is in public administration and the health
sector.

The Local Economic Strategy and the Regional Economic Strategy identify target sectors
which will fuel employment and the economic prospects for Plymouth. These sectors are:

These projects include the redevelopment of Drake
Circus (a 60,800 sq m (654,000 sq ft) recently-completed retail scheme), Millbay and the city
airport, as well as expansions/relocations within the engineering and hi-tech sectors,
ICT/tourism, creative industries and medical sectors.
