from 29 Commando and 42 Commando marched
through the city centre for their homecoming parades.
A third homecoming parade is being organised by

3 Commando on Wednesday 3 July.
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City Centre gets a spring clean

Plymouth's city centre streets
were given a five-star rating in
the 2009 Clean Britain Awards.

But to make sure the last of the
winter grime was well and truly
washed off the whole community took
part in a massive spring clean.

Staff from Plymouth City Centre
Company and Plymouth City Council
joined forces with schools, police and

local businesses, including
Dingles, Debenhams and
Drake Circus, to spruce up
streets and shop fronts.

Councillor Vivien Pengelly,
leader of the Council, donned
overalls to kick off the work
which included washing and
clearing pavements of
chewing gum, painting litter
bins and replacing
Plymouth’s award-winning
planting and floral displays.

The sundial was cleaned
and painted, vacant shop

doorways mopped and swept, litter bins

and seating washed, toilets
repaired and hoardings
painted.
Cleaning and painting also took

place in car park stairwells and a deep
clean of Bretonside Bus Station was
started. City Council enforcement teams
were also out and about raising
awareness.
David Draffan, managing director of

Plymouth City Centre Company, said:
“We’ve already got a clean city centre
but this was a chance to wash away
some of the worst that the winter
weather has thrown at the city and
reinforce our reputation as one of the
UK’s cleanest shopping centres.”
Councillor Pengelly said: “Our

parks, cleansing and highways teams
work hard to keep the city centre
looking its best as part of their
ongoing, citywide maintenance
programmes. We wanted to put the
sparkle back into the city centre as we
look forward to welcoming visitors
over the summer.”

Team effort puts the sparkle
back into our streets

Plans to dramatically improve or
rebuild some of the city’s schools
have been given a huge boost
after the Government announced
the city is now top of its new
spending programme.
This means that the Government

has recognised the Council’s ability
to achieve its goal of transforming
schools by making Plymouth
number one on the list for the next
wave of its Building Schools for the
Future Programme.
The initial investment will be in the

region of £80 million and could
trigger future investment for as
much as £300 million for the
programme.
Last November the Council

submitted an Expression of Interest

to the national programme as part of
a strategy to transform not just the
schools in the city, but the
aspirations of its children and the
surrounding communities.
The document was called ‘Right

Time, Right Place’ and set out plans
for major refurbishments at
Tamarside, Lipson and Sir John
Kitto, together with a plan for a new
secondary school for Devonport and
an investment in ICT at Wood View
Learning Community.
Building is already well underway

to replace outdated schools in the
city and last year saw the opening of
Plymouth’s first learning campus at
Wood View. New schools also
opened at Riverside and Brook
Green.

Huge boost for plans to
transform city schools

Brick by brick
Work already underway includes:
� Shakespeare School to replace West

Park and Chaucer primaries
� Oakwood Primary, which is the first of

two new schools to be built as part of a
£14 million project for the Southernway
Federation

� A new £8 million school in Ham Drive
� A £39 million community campus at

Estover
� Planning application submitted for the

new school in Efford to replace the
Highfield and Plym View Primary
Schools.
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The East End of Plymouth has hit
the jackpot with a win of £9.8 million
pounds worth of new roads and
pavements, cycle paths and other
ways to tackle traffic.
The Government announced Plymouth as

one of the lucky councils to win cash from
the Community Infrastructure Fund (CIF),
thanks to an impressive bid by the
Council’s transport team.
Now transport improvements in the East

End, the first piece of the jigsaw in the
wider Eastern Corridor Scheme, could
begin on the ground as soon as 2010.
The proposals include a priority public

transport route, new and re-surfaced roads

and pavements, new off-road cycle paths to
better link the city centre with the East End,
Plympton and Plymstock and improved
pedestrian links for better access to local
shops and amenities in the area.
New routes will halve the amount of

traffic along Embankment Road resulting in
better access to shops and businesses.
A new road through the East End

Gateway site will improve access to unused
land, opening up employment opportunities
and enhancing the area.
In the short term the start of work will be

a much-needed boost for the local
economy, creating jobs and extra business
for local suppliers. In the long term the

benefits for the whole city will be
enormous with the development of effective
transport links with Plymstock Quarry,
Sherford and Langage, which will boost
local businesses and support growth in and
around the city.
Finally better access and new

employment opportunities will make
Plymouth an attractive and competitive
location for existing companies and inward
investors.
The next phase of the East End design

will involve more consultation with local
people over the coming months.

Recycling just got easier in Plymouth,
thanks to £2 million worth of
improvements at Chelson Meadow
Recycling Centre.
The centre is now more user friendly,

with separate entrances and exits from the
landfill and transfer station operations.
There are also larger ‘drop off’ areas for

green waste, wood, stone and soil, scrap
metal and electrical goods including
fridges and freezers,TVs, washing
machines, cookers and hand-held
electrical items.
There are separate containers for items

such as cans (steel and aluminium),
plastic bottles, newspapers and
cardboard, glass, textiles, waste oil and
car batteries.
The recycling markets are stabilising

and the Council is finding outlets for
materials sorted from waste to be reused,
recycled and reprocessed.

Going for a swim at the spectacular Tinside lido will be
easier this year for people with disabilities and parents
with small children, thanks to the installation of a new
customer lift.
There will now be a short, flat walkway from the upper

Esplanade on Hoe Road to the lift and it will take swimmers
straight down to the pool entrance.
There will also be a spiral staircase from the lower level of

the Esplanade to the lido.
Anyone using the pool will be able to use the lift, which will

have call buttons at the top and down on the pool level.
Its design has been drawn up in consultation with English

Heritage and reflects the architectural style of the Grade II
listed art deco lido and colonnade.
The lift will be available soon after the pool’s summer

opening on Saturday 23 May.

Plymouth City Council is investing £1.2 million in improving
swimming facilities in the north of the city.
A partnership between the Council and UCP Marjon will see the

complete refurbishment of the swimming pool at the University College
for use by local residents.
The deal means that people living in the area will be able to use a

modern and completely refurbished swimming pool at a fraction of the
cost of building a new facility.
It will be available for community use for up to 70 hours a week – up

to 10 hours a day – and students will use the pool for around 20 hours a
week to meet their curriculum requirements.
The refurbishment is part of a wider rebuild of UCP Marjon’s sports

facilities, enlarging the sports centre by 900 square metres to 6,253
square metres.
Work on refurbishing the pool is expected to start in June and it will

re-open early next year.

Around 2,000 small businesses could find relief
in taxing times, thanks to a City Council
campaign.
It is encouraging smaller companies to see if they

qualify for Small Business Rate Relief – which could
lead to rebates worth thousands of pounds.
Business rates are set by the Valuation Office Agency,

but councils collect it on behalf of the Government.
Councils are responsible for administering the Small
Business Rate Relief or rebates to those who qualify
for them.
As part of a push to help businesses, the Council has

written to those in premises with a total rateable value
of less than £15,000 to encourage them to apply for
Small Business Rate Relief.
Filling in a form is not always at the top of a to-do

list for small companies so the Council is trying to help
firms where it can, so that they can concentrate on
developing their business.
The Council has sent a leaflet and an application form

to all companies that may qualify for relief and has
attended an event organised by the Federation of Small
Businesses to give details.

Helping small businesses

Struggling homeowners thinking of renting out their
homes for the first time to help pay the bills could find
their ignorance of the law costs them dearly.
As part of its package of measures aimed at helping local

people survive the credit crunch, the Council is backing a
national campaign to protect first time private landlords from
the pitfalls of renting.
The campaign includes a 10-point checklist for the benefit of

‘reluctant landlords’ forced to consider renting out their homes
to help make ends meet.
Landlords could lose their homes by failing to clear a

tenancy with their mortgage lender. Failing to licence a
property for multiple occupation could result in a fine of up to
£20,000.
The checklist is available to download from the Council’s

website which offers a wealth of advice including an
introduction to private renting, a landlords’ manual and a guide
to procedures and policies governing rented property.

7. Get all gas and electrical appliances

8. Minimise any fire risks
9. Ensure the property presents no risks to

tenants’ health and safety

Shoppers in Plymouth can park longer for less thanks
to a revamp of parking charges that the Council hopes
will help boost the local economy.
New parking tariffs have been introduced to make charges

easier to understand and encourage longer stays and evening
visits to town.
Separate daytime and evening tariffs have been scrapped in

favour of a single all-day tariff, which will be capped from
10pm. It means anyone visiting local restauraunts and other
evening businesses can park without having to return to their
cars to extend their stay.

Benefit

Retailers and shoppers will benefit from the increased
maximum stay from three to four hours at Colin Campbell
Court, St Andrew’s, Exchange Street, Guildhall, Mayflower
House Court, Woolworth’s East, Civic Centre, Broadway (long
stay) and Meavy Way (long stay) car parks.
There is a new ‘up to five hours’ band that will cost £4, which

is a considerable reduction to longer stay parking charges that
has cut prices in some places by up to £6.50. This is available at
Regent Street, Mayflower East, Mayflower West, Pavilions,
Elphinstone and North Hill car parks.
The Theatre Royal car park will become a premium car park

after a £500,000 makeover, which began last month. It will
include a new pay-on-foot system at £1.10 per hour, dedicated
staff on hand to help and new security cameras.

Park longer for less

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One of the city’s newest
business centres has
smashed its own targets.
The £2.4 million Cattedown

Business Centre has been open for
less than a year and already has 28
firms employing 125 people.
The centre was built with almost £2

million from the South West Regional
Development Agency through the
Single Regeneration Budget, together
with cash from Government Office
South West and the City Council,
which manages the centre.
Managed workspace manager Sue

Grant said: “We have been blown away
by how successful it has been. The
calibre and drive of people in the new
businesses have been really
impressive and between them, the
businesses have a turnover of £11.6

million – against the target of £1.6
million.”
Examples include Barton Wykes, a

letting agency that started from a
single desk and moved offices three
times as business expanded.
Another is Enersys, which originally

came to the centre as IDA UK, Riise
Underfloor Heating and Energy
Compliance, but now occupies half of
the top floor.

Flexibility

The centre, which is part of a £14
million scheme to improve the East
End, was designed to offer flexibility for
fledgling firms. Companies can rent a
single desk and get business advice,
support and equipment.  
Adam Simms of Enersys Group Ltd

said: “From being at the Business
Centre we have been able to create a

team atmosphere and integrate
systems. This has resulted in our
business operating much more
effectively.
“The working environment is great

and clients who visit the centre get a
professional impression of the
company as soon as they arrive in
reception.”
Les Roper, Community

Regeneration Manager for the South
West RDA, said: “Our investment was
intended to encourage enterprise by
unlocking business potential in this
area so we are delighted with these
early results.
“The focus for the RDA is now to

help small businesses in Plymouth and
across the region through the current
economic downturn so they are in the
best possible position for when
recovery comes.”

A new era for learning and leisure
has started in Estover with
building work underway at the
city’s second community
education campus.
A £39 million pound transformation

of Estover Community College has
started which will create a new heart
for the neighbourhood.
The new eco-friendly complex will

also be home to Estover Primary
School, Plymbridge Children’s
Centre and Nursery School, the
Soundhouse, Estover Library,
Estover Youth Centre, a section of

Plymouth Hospital School and
Downham School.
It will have a museum foyer and

exhibition space as well as superb
sports facilities that can be enjoyed
by the whole community, including a
floodlit astroturf pitch, football and
rugby pitches, a running track and
cricket square, a sports hall, new
games areas and gym. 
The scheme is funded through the

Government’s Building Schools for
the Future One School Pathfinder
programme, but has received
substantial funding from the

Council’s education programme.
Features are designed to make the

most of the space and to inspire
learners to enjoy their surroundings.
Flexible spaces will allow classrooms
to change size and shape. The
design also aims to break
stereotypes of science teaching as
part of Project Faraday.

Avoid a brush with the law
Play’s never been more fun in Plymouth
parks following a £175,000 makeover of
three playgrounds.
Trefusis Park in Lipson, Yealmpstone Farm

Park in Plympton and Patna Park in Stonehouse
received refurbishments that included thorough
spring-cleans, new landscaping and gardening
and the addition of loose-fill bark and sand
surfaces, which not only create soft landings,
but act as extra play areas.
New play equipment was also installed

including hammock and basket swings. 
Plus a fantastic new zip line was added to
Yealmpstone Farm Park. 

To celebrate
their new looks,
launch events
were held at
each of the
parks during the
Easter break
and included fun
and games with
official 
Play Rangers
and workshops
by Stiltskin, 
a local arts 
and theatre
company.

The revamp work is part of a wider programme
to invest £1 million in 22 of the city’s parks over
three years. The next parks due for completion
later this year include Radford Dip, Pendeen
Park and Bellingham Park.
The funding is part of the Department of

Children, Schools and Families’ Playbuilder
initiative, administered by the Council’s
Children’s Services. It aims to create parks that
are exciting and easily accessible for all children
and young people.

Play parks swing into action
Spring cleaning with the help
of cheap but dodgy ‘man and
van’ services could mean a
brush with the law and a hefty
fine.
That’s the warning from the

City Council as it prepares for a
seasonal rise in fly tipping
incidents in Plymouth. This time
of year brings an increase in the
amount of fly-tipped green
waste in the city as people tidy
up their gardens after the winter
months.
And the amount of household

builders’ waste increases as the
weather warms up and spurs
DIY enthusiasts into action.
Between 1 August 2008 and

31 January 2009 the Council
dealt with a total of 2,652 fly
tipping incidents, costing
£137,424.

The Council often has to deal
with dumped bulky items which
appear to be the result of house
clearances carried out by rogue
traders who sell valuable items
and fly tip the rest.
Householders should always

check that anyone offering to
remove their household or
construction rubbish is a
registered waste carrier licensed
by the Environment Agency.
Before paying someone to

remove rubbish, householders
are advised to ask for their
registration document or unique
carrier number. The information

The day will open with the annual RAF and Allied Air Forces

Monument Service at 11am and close with ‘Beat Retreat’ and ceremony
of ‘Sunset’.
