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I. Introduction

Life expectancy at birth has been used as a measure of the health status of the population of
England and Wales since the 1840s. It was employed in some of the earliest reports of the
Registrar General to highlight the differences in mortality experienced by populations in different
parts of the country. For example, in 1841 life expectancy at birth for men in Surrey was 44
years, compared to 25 years for men in Liverpool.

This tradition of using life expectancy at birth as an indicator of geographic inequalities in health
has been continued by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) in recent years, with the
publication of results for health authorities and local authorities in the United Kingdom. The
calculation of national life expectancy results for the United Kingdom and its constituent
countries remains the responsibility of the Government Actuary’s Department.

Average life expectancy is determined by mortality at all ages. Therefore, the range of influences
on life expectancy is vast and includes all those influences on health at each age. All of the health
determinants will have an impact on life expectancy. Average life expectancy is therefore a good
summary indicator of the health status of the population. A health status gap often exists
between different areas in the country, different social groups, different black and minority ethnic
groups, and men and women.

Life expectancy at birth for an area in each time period is an estimate of the average number of
years a new-born baby would survive if he or she experienced the particular area’s age-specific
mortality rates for that time period throughout his or her life. The figure reflects mortality
among those living in the area in each time period, rather than mortality among those born in
each area. It is not therefore the number of years a baby born in the area in each time period
could actually expect to live, both because the death rates of the area are likely to change in the
future and because many of those born in the area will live elsewhere for at least some part of
their lives.

Life expectancy at birth is also not a guide to the remaining expectancy of life at any given age.
For example, if female life expectancy was 80 years for a particular area, life expectancy of
women aged 75 years in that area would exceed five years. This reflects the fact that survival
from a particular age depends only on the mortality rates beyond that age, whereas survival from
birth is based on mortality rates at every age.

Throughout this report 95% confidence intervals are included. They are shown as the '+/-' figures
in text/tables and the error bars on graphs. Confidence intervals are included to show how
representative the results are. If the confidence intervals for two values do not overlap, then it is
said that there is a significant difference between them.

Note: There is considerable variations year-on-year in neighbourhood-based life
expectancy values due to the effect of ‘'small numbers'.



2. The geographies used in this report

Information in this report is presented for the following five geographic divisions of Plymouth:

- The 39 neighbourhoods

- The 20 electoral wards

- The five neighbourhood deprivation groups
- The 16 designated Children’s Centre areas
- The four Livewell Southwest localities

A small-area-based approach is an appropriate technique for examining variations in health and
health-determinant information. Such an approach provides valuable information to those
organisations which have major responsibilities for both commissioning and providing services,
and which consequently require a good understanding of the patterns and trends in health status
and its determinants. Using the Plymouth neighbourhood geography makes it possible to
understand the complex picture of health at a local level. As well as existing in their own right,
the 39 Plymouth neighbourhoods can be grouped together to form the 20 electoral wards, the
five neighbourhood deprivation groups, the 16 designated Children’s Centres, and the four
Livewell Southwest localities. Plymouth's neighbourhood and Livewell Southwest locality
boundaries are shown in Figure | whilst Table | shows the neighbourhoods that make up each
of the 20 electoral wards.

Deprivation measures attempt to identify communities where the need for healthcare is greater,
material resources are fewer and exacerbated by lower literacy levels, result in less capacity to
cope with the consequences of ill-health. People are therefore deprived if there is inadequate
education, unsatisfactory housing, unemployment, insufficient income, poor health, and low
opportunities for enjoyment. A deprived area is conventionally understood to be a place in
which people tend to be relatively poor and are relatively likely to suffer from misfortunes such
as ill-health.

The Index of Multiple Deprivation 2015 (IMD 2015) is the current official measure of
deprivation. However as it is not routinely available at neighbourhood level, analysis has been
carried out by Plymouth City Council’s Office of the Director of Public Health to produce IMD
2015 scores for each of the city's 39 neighbourhoods. The results of this analysis are shown in
Figure 2.



Figure 2: IMD 2015 scores for the Plymouth neighbourhoods
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As well as producing information on a locality basis, Public Health also produce information for
five deprivation groups. These groups are based on combinations of neighbourhoods sorted
according to their IMD 2015 score. The eight neighbourhoods with the highest IMD 2015 scores
are grouped together to make the 'most deprived' group and the eight neighbourhoods with the
lowest IMD 2015 scores are grouped together to make the 'least deprived' group. The three
intervening groups are referred to as 'upper middle', 'middle' and 'lower middle'. The
neighbourhoods which together make up the most deprived and least deprived neighbourhood
groups are shown in Table 2.

3. Key findings

Overall life expectancy in the city (for males and females combined) continues to rise. It has risen
by 3.4 years since 1997-99. Overall life expectancy in Plymouth in 2014-16 was 80.9 years. This
was an increase of 0.1 years since 2013-15.

In comparison with England, male life expectancy has consistently been below the national
average. The latest 2013-15 data reveals male life expectancy in Plymouth is 78.6 years and 0.9
years lower than the England average. This gap between male life expectancy in Plymouth and
England has widened from 0.5 years in 2001-03.

The latest 2013-15 data reveals female life expectancy has increased to 82.8 years and the gap
between Plymouth and the England average has narrowed to 0.3 years.

Healthy life expectancy for males in Plymouth is 4.2 years lower than the England average in
2013-15. For females it is 4.1 years lower. The proportion of life spent in ‘good’ health and in
‘disability free’ health is also significantly below the England average for both genders.

There is a strong relationship between neighbourhood deprivation group and life expectancy. In
other words, the more deprived the neighbourhood group, the lower the life expectancy and
vice versa. The least deprived group of neighbourhoods had the highest overall life expectancy in
2014-16 (82.9 years). The most deprived group of neighbourhoods had the lowest life
expectancy (78.2 years) in the same period. The gap between the deprivation groups with the
highest and lowest values in 2014-16 was 4.7 years.

On a neighbourhood level, Beacon Park had the highest overall life expectancy in 2014-16 (84.9
years). Stonehouse had the lowest life expectancy (75.0 years) in the same period. The gap
between neighbourhoods with the highest and lowest values in 2014-16 was 9.9 years.

On a ward level, Plympton Chaddlewood had the highest overall life expectancy in 2014-16 (84.8
years). St. Peter and the Waterfront had the lowest life expectancy (77.1 years) in the same
period. The gap between the wards with the highest and lowest values in 2014-16 was 7.7 years.

On a designated Children’s Centre level, Plum Tree had the highest overall life expectancy in
2014-16 (83.0 years). Green Ark had the lowest life expectancy (76.3 years) in the same period.
The gap between the wards with the highest and lowest values in 2014-16 was 6.7 years.

On a Livewell Southwest locality level, the East had the highest overall life expectancy in 2014-16
(83.0 years). The West locality had the lowest life expectancy (79.1 years) in the same period.
The gap between the wards with the highest and lowest values in 2014-16 was 3.9 years.



4. Trends in male and female life expectancy

Note: The information presented in this section is produced by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) and
is not available at sub-city level.

Figure 3: Trends in male and female life expectancy 2001-03 to 2013-15
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Since 2001-03 life expectancy has improved for both males and females in the city (from 75.7 to
78.6 years and from 80.4 to 82.8 years respectively).

Male life expectancy has consistently been below the England average. The latest 2013-15 data
reveals male life expectancy in Plymouth is currently 0.9 years lower than the England average.
This gap between male life expectancy in Plymouth and England has widened from 0.5 years in
2001-03.

During 2004-06 female life expectancy in Plymouth was slightly higher than the England average.
However, between 2005-07 and 2010-12 the Plymouth value plateaued around 82.0 years whilst
the England average continued to rise. The latest 2013-15 value for Plymouth shows an increase
to 82.8 years and a narrowing of the female life expectancy gap to 0.3 years, in comparison with
the England average.



5. Healthy life expectancy

Note: The information presented in this section is produced by the Office for National Statistics (ONS) and
is not available at sub-city level.

It is important to measure the proportions of these additional years of life that are being spent in
favourable states of health or in poor health and dependency. Healthy Life Expectancy (HLE)
helps to address this question by adding a quality of life dimension to estimates of Life
Expectancy (LE), by dividing expected lifespan into time spent in different states of health.

These estimates are of the average number of years a person would live in a given health state if
he/she experienced the specified population’s particular age-specific mortality and health status
for that time period throughout the rest of his/her life.

Healthy Life Expectancy (HLE) estimates lifetime spent in ‘very good’ or ‘good’ health based
upon how individuals perceive their general health. Disability-Free Life Expectancy (DFLE)
estimates lifetime free from a limiting persistent illness or disability. This is based upon a self-
rated assessment of how health limits an individual’s ability to carry out day-to-day activities.
Both health expectancies are summary measures of population health and key indicators of the
well-being of society.

The figures represent a snapshot of the mortality and health status of the entire area’s
population in each time period. They do not represent the number of years that a person can
actually expect to live in the area in a given health state. This is because both mortality rates and
health rates and the exposure risks and treatment effects influencing them, are susceptible to
change in the future. Migration into and out of the area will also have an effect.

Figure 4: Male and female Life Expectancy (LE), Healthy Life Expectancy (HLE) and Disability-Free
Life Expectancy (DFLE) at birth in 2013-15
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Looking at Figure 4, Healthy Life Expectancy (HLE) in Plymouth is significantly lower than the
England average for both males and females. HLE in males in Plymouth is 4.2 years lower than
the England average whilst HLE in females is 4.1 years lower. Unlike Life Expectancy (LE), HLE in
Plymouth shows little difference between genders.

The proportion of life spent in ‘good’ health for males in Plymouth was 75.3% compared to the
England average of 79.7%. For females in Plymouth the proportion of life spent in ‘good’ health
was 72.5% compared to the England average of 77.1%.

Looking at Figure 4, Disability-Free Life Expectancy (DFLE) in Plymouth is also significantly lower
than the England average for both males and females. DFLE in males in Plymouth is 2.9 years
lower than the England average whilst DFLE in females is 3.9 years lower. DFLE in Plymouth also
shows little difference between genders.

The proportion of life spent with ‘disability free’ health for males in Plymouth was 76.5%
compared to the England average of 79.3%. For females in Plymouth the proportion of life spent
with ‘disability free’ health was 70.9% compared to the England average of 75.4%.



6. Life expectancy by neighbourhood

Note: The life expectancy information presented in sections six to 10 has been calculated by Public Health,
Plymouth City Council using information from local sources and as such is available at sub-city level.
However, there may be considerable variations year-on-year in neighbourhood-based life expectancy values
due to the effect of 'small numbers'.

Life expectancy overall (for males and females combined) in Plymouth is 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in

2014-16. It has increased by 3.4 years since 1997-99 (the baseline year of the former national
inequalities target) and by 2.5 years since 2001-03.

6.1 Life expectancy 2014-16
Figure 5: Life expectancy at birth by neighbourhood in 2014-16
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Looking at Figure 5, Beacon Park neighbourhood has the highest overall life expectancy of 84.9
(+/-2.2) years in 2014-16. This compares with Stonehouse where the life expectancy is 75.0 (+/-
[.6) years in the same period. On this basis the gap in life expectancy between the
neighbourhoods with the highest and lowest values in 2014-16 is 9.9 years.



6.2 Trends from 2001-03 to 2014-16

Life expectancy overall in Plymouth has increased by 2.5 years from 78.4 (+/-0.3) years in 2001 -
03 to 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in 2014-16. Trends on a neighbourhood level range from an increase of
5.9 years in Mutley (from 70.4 (+/-3.3) years in 2001-03 to 76.3 (+/-2.6) years in 2014-16) to a
decrease of 22.1 years in Chaddlewood (from 106.9 (+/-4.8) years in 2001-03 to 84.8 (+/-1.4)
years in 2014-16). It is very unlikely that life expectancy in the Chaddlewood neighbourhood was
actually 106.9 years in 2001-03. This value is likely to be the result of the ‘small numbers’ used in
its calculation.

Overall, life expectancy has increased in 34 out of 39 (87%) neighbourhood areas from 2001-03
to 2014-16.



7. Life expectancy by electoral ward

Life expectancy overall (for males and females combined) in Plymouth is 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in
2014-16. It has increased by 3.4 years since 1997-99 (the baseline year of the former national
inequalities target) and by 2.5 years since 2001-03.

7.1 Life expectancy 2014-16

Figure 6: Life expectancy at birth by electoral ward in 2014-16
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Looking at Figure 6, Plympton Chaddlewood ward has the highest overall life expectancy of 84.8
(+/-1.4) years in 2014-16. This compares with St. Peter and the Waterfront ward where life
expectancy is 77.1 (+/-1.3) years in the same period. On this basis the gap in life expectancy
between the wards with the highest and lowest life expectancy in 2014-16 was 7.7 years.

7.2 Trends from 2001-03 to 2014-16

Life expectancy overall in Plymouth has increased by 2.5 years from 78.4 (+/-0.3) years in 2001 -
03 to 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in 2014-16. Trends on a ward level range from an increase of 5.1 years
in Plymstock Radford (from 79.1 (+/-1.4) years in 2001-03 to 84.3 (+/-1.0) years in 2014-16) to a
decrease of 22.1 years in Plympton Chaddlewood (from 106.9 (+/-4.8) years in 2001-03 to 84.8
(+/-1.4) years in 2014-16). It is very unlikely that life expectancy in the Plympton Chaddlewood
ward was actually 106.9 years in 2001-03. This value is likely to be the result of the ‘small
numbers’ used in its calculation.

Overall, life expectancy has increased in 18 out of 20 (90%) ward areas from 2001-03 to 2014-
16.



8. Life expectancy by deprivation group

Life expectancy overall (for males and females combined) in Plymouth is 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in
2014-16. It has increased by 3.4 years since 1997-99 (the baseline year of the former national
inequalities target) and by 2.5 years since 2001-03.

8.1 Life expectancy 2014-16

Looking at Table 3, the least deprived group of neighbourhoods has the highest overall life
expectancy in 2014-16 of 82.9 (+/-0.5) years. This compares with the most deprived group of
neighbourhoods where life expectancy was 78.2 (+/-0.7) years in the same period. On this basis
the gap in life expectancy between the deprivation groups with the highest and lowest life
expectancy in 2014-16 was 4.7 years.

8.2 Trends from 2001-03 to 2014-16

Figure 7: Trends in life expectancy at birth by deprivation group from 2001-03 to 2014-16
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Life expectancy overall in Plymouth has increased by 2.5 years from 78.4 (+/-0.3) years in 2001 -
03 to 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in 2014-16. Looking at Figure 7, progress over the same period in the
deprivation groups ranges from an increase of 3.8 years in the upper middle group of
neighbourhoods, to an increase of only 1.5 years in the middle group of neighbourhoods.

Life expectancy in the most deprived group of neighbourhoods has increased by 2.0 years from
2001-03 to 2014-16.

Overall, life expectancy in each of the five deprivation groups has increased from 2001-03 to
2014-16.



9. Life expectancy by designated Children’s Centre

There are |6 designated Children’s Centres in Plymouth. This section shows the results for
these areas.

9.1 Life expectancy 2014-16

Looking at Table 4, Plum Tree Children’s Centre has the highest overall life expectancy of 83.0
(+/-0.8) years in 2014-16. This compares to Green Ark Children’s Centre where life expectancy
is 76.3 (+/-1.1) years in the same period. On this basis, the gap in life expectancy between the
designated Children’s Centre areas with the highest and lowest life expectancy was 6.7 years.

9.2 Trends from 2006-08 to 2014-16

Life expectancy overall in Plymouth has increased by 1.0 years from 79.9 (+/-0.3) years in 2006-
08 to 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in 2014-16. Trends on a designated Children’s Centre level range from
an increase of 3.3 years in Morice Town (from 78.8 (+/-1.6) years in 2006-08 to 82.1 (+/-1.3)
years in 2014-16) to a decrease of 2.6 years in Plymstock (from 81.9 (+/-0.7) years in 2006-08 to
79.3 (+/-0.7) years in 2014-16).

Overall, life expectancy has increased in 12 out of 16 (75%) designated Children’s Centre areas
from 2006-08 to 2014-16.



10. Life expectancy by Livewell Southwest locality

In 2015 Livewell Southwest (formally Plymouth Community Healthcare) adopted a new set of
locality boundaries. This section shows the results for these localities.

10.1 Life expectancy 2014-16

Looking at Table 5, the East locality had the highest overall life expectancy in 2014-16 of 83.0
(+/-0.6) years. This compares to the West locality where life expectancy was 79.1 (+/-0.5) years
in the same period. On this basis, the gap in life expectancy between the Livewell Southwest
locality areas with the highest and lowest life expectancy was 3.9 years.

Overall, life expectancy increased in the North and East localities and decreased in the South and
West from 2013-15 to 2014-16.

10.2 Trends from 2001-03 to 2014-16

Life expectancy overall in Plymouth has increased by 2.5 years from 78.4 (+/-0.3) years in 2001 -
03 to 80.9 (+/-0.3) years in 2014-16. Looking at Figure 8, progress on a Livewell Southwest
locality level range from an increase of 3.4 years in the West (from 75.7 (+/-0.6) years in 2001-03
to 79.1 (+/-0.5) years in 2014-16) to an increase of only 1.9 years in the South (from 78.1 (+/-
0.7) years in 2001-03 to 80.0 (+/-0.6) years in 2014-16).

Overall, life expectancy has increased in each Livewell Southwest locality from 2001-03 to 2014-
